Her father took her to a Public Health Center. She was diagnosed with
Leprosy in May 2018 and put on Multi-Drug-Therapy and referred to an
ALERT Resource Center.

At the Centre the physiotherapist assessed nerve function and disability
status and believed the disabilities could be corrected. The team treated
Swati, provided physiotherapy and finger splints. She was also educated
on self-care and exercise of fingers. Besides weekly physiotherapy
sessions at the Centre she took treatment regularly and practiced
self-care procedures at home. Swati’s claw fingers are restored to
normalcy.

Swati now goes to school; she will one day find employment
and may even have a family of her own.
